Candidates will learn how to hit the target 
consistently at up to 20 yards using basic 
Bare-Bow and Freestyle methods.

Unit C: Teaching and improving
Candidates will be able to:
•  teach basic Bare-Bow style 
•  teach basic Freestyle 
•  improve performance in both 

Unit D: Equipment care, safety and use
Candidates will learn how to:
•  advise on suitable equipment for activity 

groups and individuals 
•  recommend sources of supply and be 

aware of costs 
•  maintain equipment in good working 

order 
•  understand the importance of equipment 

maintenance regarding safety and 
accident prevention  
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
